Beginning with the surrender of Constantine Deacozes to 
the Sultan until the surrender of another Sultan (Islamic) head of the Ottoman 
Empire to Britain, Russia, Austria and Prussia (Christian) Countries on the 11th 
of August 1840.  

Brief sketch of the history  

In the year 1840, another remarkable fulfillment of prophecy excited 
widespread interest. Two years before, Josiah Litch, one of the leading 
ministers preaching the second advent, published an exposition of Revelation 9, 
predicting the fall of the Ottoman empire, and specifying not only the year but 
the very day on which this would take place. According to this exposition, which 
was purely a matter of calculation on the prophetic periods of Scripture, the 
Turkish government would surrender its independence on the eleventh day of 
August, 1840. The prediction was widely published, and thousands watched the 
course of events with eager interest.  At the very time specified, Turkey, through 
her ambassadors, accepted the protection of the allied powers of Europe, and 
thus placed herself under the control of Christian nations. The event exactly 
fulfilled the prediction.  

Immediately after Revelation 9 which comes to the 11th of August 1840 comes 
Revelation 10 that opens the 2,300 day prophecy of Daniel 8:14. What date does 
the Prophecy found in Daniel 8:14 brings us right up to? We will notice October 
22, 1844 is the opening of the little book of Revelation 10:2. What is the starting 
date of the2,300 days Daniel 9:25 

Daniel 9:25  Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the 
commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall 
be seven weeks, and threescore and two weeks: the street shall be built again, and the 
wall, even in troublous times.  

 
What year was the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem? 
 
Ezra 7:7 And there went up some of the children of Israel, and of the priests, and the 

Levites, and the singers, and the porters, and the Nethinims, unto Jerusalem, in the 
seventh year of Artaxerxes the king.  

Ezra 7:8 And he came to Jerusalem in the fifth month, which was in the seventh year of 
the king.  

 
 
Ezra 6:14 And the elders of the Jews builded, and they prospered through the prophesying 

of Haggai the prophet and Zechariah the son of Iddo. And they builded, and finished it, 
according to the commandment of the God of Israel, and according to the commandment 
of Cyrus, and Darius, and Artaxerxes king of Persia.  

 
Note: The decree that marked the beginning of the 2,300 day prophecy was that 
given by Artaxerxes in the seventh year of his reign which unmistakably points 
us to the autumn of 457 BC. This date is one of the easiest to prove in Bible 
History firstly by astronomy in “Ptolemy’s Canon” where eclipses of the sun are 
recorded alongside the years of Artaxerxes’ reign. Secondly the years of 
Artaxerxes reign are recorded on quite a number of cuneiform business 
transactions found by archeologists from that time. Thirdly Persian and 
Babylonian Calendars and Jewish calendars found in the Elephatine Papyri of 
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Egypt confirm the seventh year of Artaxerxes as being 457 BC. Lastly we have 
the Olympiad dates recorded by Herodotus and other Greek historians that 
clearly give the seventh year of Artaxerxes reign also. So overwhelming 
evidence in Astronomy, archaeology and history pinpoint 457 BC as the 
beginning of the 2,300 year prophecy of Daniel 8:14. Striding down through 
history from 457 BC realizing that there is on year 0 between BC and AD brings 
us to the autumn hour of October 22, 1844 the date for the day of Atonement in 
that year. 
 
Besides the 5th and 6th Trumpet of Revelation 9 what other prophecies pointed 
forward to signs before the judgment and the end of the 2,300 day prophecy of 
Daniel 8:14 in 1844? 
 
Matthew 24:29 Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be 

darkened, and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from 
heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken:  

 
Revelation 6:10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How long, O Lord, holy and true, 

dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth?  
 
Revelation 6:12 And I beheld when he had opened the sixth seal, and, lo, there was a great 

earthquake; and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as 
blood;  

Revelation 6:13 And the stars of heaven fell unto the earth, even as a fig tree casteth her 
untimely figs, when she is shaken of a mighty wind.  

 
History records these events starting in November 1, 1755 with the Lisbon 
Earthquake followed by the dark day of may 19, 1780 and the moon being 
darkened and later turned to blood the same night and finally the falling of 
meteoric shooting stars on November 13, 1833. This signs were all prophesied 
as coming before Jesus Judges the earth which begins on October 22, 1844.  
 
Seeing that there was no sanctuary anywhere to be found on earth at the 
October 22, 1844 fulfillment of prophecy date, what sanctuary was Daniel 8:14 
referring to Hebrews 8:1, 2? 
 
Hebrews 8:1 Now of the things which we have spoken this is the sum: We have such an 

high priest, who is set on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens;  
Hebrews 8:2 A minister of the sanctuary, and of the true tabernacle, which the Lord 

pitched, and not man.  
 
Would you like to confess all of your sins to Jesus our High Priest in the 
Heavenly Sanctuary as He longs to blot out our sins forever? Yes!

A great earthquake; the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, the moon 
became as blood; and the stars of heaven fell unto the earth,  
History records these events starting in November 1, 1755 with the Lisbon 
Earthquake followed by the dark day of may 19, 1780 and the moon being 
darkened and later turned to blood the same night and finally the falling of 
meteoric shooting stars on November 13, 1833.
